The minutes of the 10.2.13 meeting were approved on a motion by Feucht second by Hathaway. 

Mark Gabriele reviewed the proposed Final Resolution for Fashion Outlets of Niagara.

Councilman Teixeira asked if the proposed resolution contained a provision for using local labor on the project or if any provision is made for compensation to the local police, fire, and EMS, and if there would be any reduction in NWCSD. He also stated that since the Town had recently purchased three police cars he questions if the Town would need three additional cars and asked if the money could be used for other purposes.

Mr. Gabriele informed Mr. Teixeira that the $150,000 came from the TNIDA which had waived that portion of their fee for the Town to purchase the three cars.

The chairman informed Mr. Teixeira that the Town had financed the three cars in anticipation of repaying the debt when the money was received and that usually when borrowing the Town would have to state the purpose of the borrowing and therefore would have to be used for that purpose.

Mr. Gabriele responded that it is assumed any host agreement would be considered as a means to obtain compensation for the increased demands if any placed on emergency services and  rather than a reduction in school tax the NWCSD would realize a substantial increase in tax revenue and there is a provision in the final resolution concerning utilizing local labor.
Mr. Salvatore assured Mr. Teixeira that his company has and will continue to use considerable local workers.
In answer to Mr. Hathaway’s question concerning the cleanup of the former Saber Park site Mr. Morrow explained the various contaminants and treatment procedures that will take place.

Mr. Salvador spoke in favor of the Final Resolution.

Meeting adjourned on a motion by Hathaway, second by Heary.
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
