AND 

Be entitled to, or receive, SSI, Public Assistance, SNAP, or Section 8 Housing Subsidy

Coupon booklets have a value of $25.00 this year and can be used at authorized Farmers 
Markets only.  A List is provided for your convenience.  Lost or stolen coupons cannot 
be replaced and must be used NLT November 30, 2024. 

 Also, if there is a proxy who asks to pick up coupons for someone who is unable to come 
to a distribution site, then we must give the proxy 2 forms that must be signed by the 
consumer before we can issue the coupons to the proxy.  A POA can complete the forms if 
they present their POA proof.  

This will be the only time that the coupons will be available at this site.
